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CHIEF RESOLUTION OF THE HISTORIC SANCTUARY BOSQUE DE POMAC
No. 008-2019-SERNANP-JEF

SEEN:

Report No. 034-2019-SERNANP-SHBP-E/SRCC, dated May 02, 2019, prepared by Lic. Silvia Roxana Coronel Calle - ANP
Specialist, and Presidential Resolution No. 066-2009-SERNANP, which in Article 1 resolves to delegate to the Headquarters
of the Natural Protected Areas the authority to officially recognize and accredit the Volunteer Park Rangers of the National
Service of Natural Protected Areas by the State - SERNANP;

CONSIDERING:

That Article 68 of the Political Constitution of Peru provides that the State is obliged to promote the conservation of biological
diversity and Natural Protected Areas;

That the Second Final Complementary Provision of Legislative Decree No. 1013-2008 provides for the creation of the
National Service of Natural Protected Areas by the State - SERNANP as a specialized technical public body, with legal
personality under internal public law, constituted as a budgetary unit attached to the Ministry of the Environment, and it is the
governing body of SINANPE, constituted as its technical-regulatory authority, and therefore it is one of the entities
responsible for complying with the aforementioned constitutional mandate;

That numeral 33.2 of Article 33 of Supreme Decree No. 038-2001-AG, which approves the Regulations of the Law on Natural
Protected Areas, recognizes volunteer park rangers as official custodians of the Natural Heritage of the Nation, and as such
they exercise preventive authority to order, on site, the immediate suspension of any activity carried out by third parties and
the maintenance of the status quo until the intervention of the authorities called by law;

That the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac is a Natural Protected Area established by Supreme Decree No.
034-2001-AG over an area of 5,887.38 hectares, whose creation objective is to conserve the landscape-cultural unit formed
by the Bosque de Pomac and the Archaeological Complex of the Sican Culture, the
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natural quality of the tropical dry forest formation, as well as to stop the processes of irreversible changes in the ecosystem;

That, as part of the activities included in the Operational Plans of the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac, there is the
activity of promoting the participation of civil society through the Program of Surveillance Committees, with the objective of
strengthening the management capacities of the ANP, developing conservation and sustainable development activities,
especially activities supporting control and surveillance tasks;

That the Communal Volunteer Park Ranger is defined as the inhabitant settled in the Buffer Zone of the Historic Sanctuary
Bosque de Pomac, who actively supports the conservation of the natural protected area and promotes the sustainable
development of his or her hamlet. Likewise, given the voluntary nature of the aforementioned program, the Headquarters of
the ANP is not obliged to grant any benefit or economic compensation;

That the Program of Surveillance Committees of the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac is defined as a group of natural
persons from civil society, non-profit and without legal personality, who meet voluntarily to carry out actions for the benefit of
the conservation of the ANP and is established for an indefinite period, its scope of action being the entire surface comprising
the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac, located in the district of Pitipo, province of Ferreñafe, department of Lambayeque,
as well as its buffer zone.
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In use of the powers conferred by Articles 26 and 27 of the Regulations on Organization and Functions of SERNANP,
approved by Supreme Decree No. 006-2008-MINAM;

IT IS RESOLVED:

Article 1: TO RECOGNIZE AND ACCREDIT, during the period of two (2) years, from May 15, 2019 to May 15, 2021, the
status of Communal Volunteer Park Rangers of the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac, to the following persons who shall
form part of the Program of Surveillance Committees of the Historic Sanctuary Bosque de Pomac in the sectors Pomac III,
Huaca Rivera, La Curva, La Zaranda, Huaca Partida, Ojo de Toro Alto, Ojo de Toro Medio, Santa Clara, Sapame and Santa
Rosa de Las Salinas.

Article 3: By virtue of the provisions of the Regulations of the Law on Natural Protected Areas and the Directorial Resolution
of Guidelines for Participatory Surveillance and Control, the persons who are designated as Volunteer Park Rangers, and in
this case Communal Rangers, are empowered to exercise preventive authority in principle through persuasion and support
for control actions to the ANP park ranger personnel.

Article 4: To inform the Directorate of Management of Natural Protected Areas of the list of Communal Rangers and of the
accreditation carried out through this resolution.
